 This is the 

beginning of the 8th 

year of studies for 

the òThe Joy of 

Serviceó in Honduras.  

All the women 

involved are very 

happy and face a 

challenge as they will celebrate 

their First Opening Retreat on February 7.  Although 

we wish we could count on all of the 600 women 

currently involved throughout the country, we do 

anticipate attendance from 300 of them.  Please pray 

for this goal to be accomplished with Godõs help.  

Another challenge is to study the 

òMinor Prophetsó during our first 

trimester alone.  We ask that you 

pray for these women, for God to 

move their hearts to obey the 

commandments given on this 

portion of His Word. 

 A special prayer request is for 

economic provision for our students,  

especially the women in rural areas.  

The cost of our study materials 

(which come from Guatemala) have 

been raised to $7.00.  Transportation costs have also 

been raised.  The 

good news is that 

in the middle of 

these situations 

they are a l l 

convinced of their 

calling to study the 

Word in order to  

share it afterwards 

with other women close to them.   
 

Local Church Ministry  
Our complete family ministry by way of our local 

church was quite comprehensive during the last 

months of 

2008.  We 

praise God for 

His faithfulness 

and for using 

us in such a 

special way.  

We involved 

38 brothers 

and sisters in 

order to carry 

out three 

ChristmasñEvangelistic concerts.  Damary and
