At the same time, 
God protected and provided for Damary and the 
children in Honduras during Danny’s absence.  We’re 
happy to be together as a family again, with great 
expectations for our ministry in Honduras. 
 

 We want to share some of the many blessings 
received by way of our personal life and ministry 
areas of work:  

 
 
Joy of Service 
 Damary and a great number of women 
throughout Honduras have enjoyed this trimester of 
studies more than ever!  Minor Prophets was 
something that had never been studied before.  What 
a challenge!  Besides it’s teaching, these books 
placed an even greater challenge to begin looking for 
possibilities for service and consolation for our 
society, which it pleads for because of it’s sin.   
 We ask that you pray for all of these women, 
that God will grant them courage to be obedient to 
His Word.   

 

Siguatepeque’s Fire Department 
 About a month prior to Danny’s trip to the U.S., 
his visits to the Fire Department had diminished 
because of Summertime, specifically Easter Week 
when the demand for their work in the community 
increased.  Fires and shortage of public water 
generated many overtime hours on their schedules, 
as they have to bring water to different “barrios” in the 
city that have not received water for weeks!  For 
these reasons, the Captain didn’t allow for our 
meetings to take place as often as they usually had. 

Praise God, this situation has started to change 
and we’d like to ask that you pray for this group of 
men.  As some of you may already know, on 
Saturday, May 2nd at 6:00pm, Danny and Damary 
will show the movie “Fire Proof” in the presence of 
the two Fire Companies which make up the Fire 
Department.  We also anticipate these men’s  wives 
to be attendance.  Please pray that this activity will 
not be cancelled due to a given emergency and that 
the Company that is not on call will also attend.  The 
marital life of these men has not been the best and 
we hope that God may use this film, as well as Danny 
and Damary, to bring forth encouragement and 
challenge in order to restore the weak points of their 
marriages.  We also anticipate the Captain’s 
attendance, who has not been involved for the last 5 
years.  His personal  family and work life is a chaos.  
He recently divorced his wife and family in order to 
marry the Fire Department’s secretary, who was 
pregnant with his child…This situation is not at all 
good and it has added to many problems that have 
come about.  Ever since he began his political 
campaign, he has fallen into “abuse of power” and 
done a lot of harm for the rest of the Fire Department. 
 Please pray that God may work within these 
difficult situations and that our ministry to them may 
come in a needed time in the lives of these people.   
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Easter Week 
This was a very special week, not only as a family, but for 

the ministry God has allowed us to carry out.  This was the first 
week we could be together as a family immediately after Danny’s 
return from his trip to the U.S. and to Guatemala.  Our children 
took the week off from Home School and we all dealt with many 
areas of work at home.  We also rested and relaxed a little.  At 
the same time, when possible, we prepared for the upcoming 
“Resurrection Sunday”. 
 As it has been done every year, we celebrated a joined 
Resurrection Sunday Service with all the local churches at 
5:00am at the Honduran Bible Seminary.  Danny was in charge 
of bringing the special music.  Right after, we went back to our 
local church where we had breakfast as a church and then 
celebrated with another special service.  For this second event, 
Danny was in charge of leading the Service and Damary helped 
out vocally, as well as two other ladies.  Sammy, as usual,  
played the drums.  Both events were very special and blessed 
times.  We praise and thank God for such a special ministry He 
has put in our hands!

continue to minister by way of teaching: adults (Danny), children
