Once again we express our thankfulness for your 
faithful prayers and offerings towards our family and 
ministry needs. It is always a joy to inform you of the 
multiple ways in which God has blessed us as we 
serve Him in Honduras.  A lot of things have 
happened since we last had formal communication.  
We would like to point out the most outstanding, 
asking always for your prayer in behalf of our 
ministry. 

Present Climate Situation 
Before sharing some important news, we want to 

put Honduras before God in a special way.  Due to 
multiple mountains and rivers throughout Honduras, 
this Country is so vulnerable in rain situations. As we 
began the rainy season, “Agatha” left behind many 
casualties, destruction and a devastated economy, 
worse than before. Please pray that God may work 
with His power and by way of people and both 
national and international groups in order to provide 
the necessary relief for all the needed who in many 
cases have been left without any thing.  

Siguatepeque Fire Department 
We praise God for the ministry we carry out 

with the local Fire Department as it has opened many 
doors to testify and to minister to this group of 
needed men along with their families. Danny 
continues to visit with them on a weekly bases and it 
is so gratifying to experience the level of trust that 
each of these men have come to have in Danny. 

On May 16 th., they celebrated the graduation of 
a young age group of Voluntary Fireman and 
women.  For this event, the National Chief came 
from Tegucigalpa along with other Fire Department 
top authorities. He insisted that the local Catholic 
Church Priest would attend this event, HOWEVER �-  
… the local Firemen in contradiction insisted that it 
would be Danny, (Their “Pastor”, as they call Danny), 
who served that privilege for such celebration. It was 
an honor to attend such a special invitation and be 
able to pray and briefly share the Word with all the 
Fire Department top authorities, the City Mayor, 
Siguatepeque Authorities, Graduates’ parents and 
local TV station.  Praise God for opening doors to 
serve Him in such a special ministry! 

The Joy of Service 
 We thank God for allowing us to finish our first 
trimester of studies this year and to fulfill our 
immediate goal. Now, we have more knowledge as 
to the right way to council others, and although we 
don’t dominate this subject fully, the major principles 
have been put to practice. 
 We also thank God for the second trimester 
which we’re about to begin. This, at the same time 
becomes a prayer request. Because of the constant 
storms that these rainy seasons bring along, this 
program has also been affected. We were already 
obligated to cancel out one of the meetings. Many of 
the attending women come from far away from 
Siguatepeque, and the roads are sometimes closed 
and it’s impossible to attend. 
 May God help us so that no more meetings will 
have to be canceled. We pray that God may lead us 
into the knowledge that His Word has in store for us 
by way of the book of Job. Thank you also for your 
prayers in behalf of this women’s ministry. 

The Empresa Campesina Village 
 We’re thrilled to see what God is doing in this 
village.  A ll brothers and sisters there love the Lord 
and we can testify of that every time we visit with 
them.  During Danny’s last visit, we were also 
surprised to know that the man in charge of this 
small group had never been formally ordained as 
“Pastor” by the Evangelical Authorities.  For this 
reason, this small church has never celebrated 
Communion ever since this church began, 10 years 
ago. Biblical teaching by way of Sermons and Sunday 
School has helped bring to conscious the areas yet to 
grow in.  Last Sunday School lasted 1.5 Hrs.!! This 
group did not want to stop, however the imminent 
rain obligated all of us to return home. 
 Please pray for this group of men and women to 
be willing to live accordingly to God’s demand from 
each of His children.  Please pray also for God to 
continue to use us in this purpose. 

Local Church 
 It is great to know that not only Damary and 
Danny can serve God, but our two children as well. 
Sammy has always been faithful to God. We don’t 
remember a day that he has failed to attend his 
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ministry obligations. We ask that you may pray that 
God will continue to help him, to motivate him and 
strengthening him as he undergoes future goals. He 
has already expressed his interest in Missions. This 
coming June, our local church expects a visit from a 
team from the United States. Sammy has expressed 
his willingness to translate (English to Spanish) and 
serve God in this way also.  Melody also loves to 
work with children younger than herself. This will 
continue to be possible as we serve the Empresa 
Campesina Village and during special teams visits. 
 Both Damary and Danny continue to serve God 
by way of children and adult teaching and by way of 
Music leading.  Your prayers will also continue to be 
a blessing to us as we serve in these ministries. 

Home School 
 We ask that you pray for this “ministry” that 
we, both have as parents. Our children will soon 
finish this lecture year. It has been a challenging year 
for Sammy. As you may remember it was his first 
year of Home Schooling by way of Abeka’s online 
Video streaming. Thanks to God, Sammy has been 
very disciplined and dedicated to his studies. Vary 
seldom we’ve had to step in, in order to help, as he 
has proven to carry out successfully in this area.  
Please pray that both Sammy and Melody may finish 
the yet to cover material and final exams. Also pray 
for Damary as she formally carries out the teaching 
part as a blessing to them. 

Health 
 This last month has been quite difficult for our 
family. First, Danny experienced various issues with 
his left knee for which he visited the Orthopedic Dr. 
After many special tests, the Orthopedic finally 
referred Danny to see a Rheumatologist. This came 
about different indications that are causing “fluid” 
not only  in his left knee but on his right as well, 
although only one hurts. There’s a slight possibility 
that an early stage of Arthritis may be present, 
however, we want to trust God and His healing 
power in Danny’s body. 
 Damary has also experienced some problems. 
After obtaining two opinions from two known 
experts and various tests, the conclusion dictates a 
Hysterectomy for Damary. This surgical procedure 
should take place in the middle of July 2010. We 
want to ask that you please pray so that although this 
is a very common surgery now days, yet very 
delicate, it may produce good results. There are 
three major issues that should be taken care by way 
of this special surgery. 

 In a very special way, we would like to provide 
the opportunity for whom may be willing to take part 
of this process. As you know, our limited budget has 
not yet allowed us to carry out Health Insurance of 
any kind. That means that this medical procedure will 
need to be paid out directly from our regular budget. 
We have been given a quote of US$1,500 which 
includes Surgery, hospital for 3 days (Provided 
everything goes well), and post-surgery medication.  If 
any one of you feels that God may lead you towards 
this cause, please know that we will be thankful to 
God for using you to bring forth a special blessing 
and we pray He will also multiply your resources for 
all your needs as well.

 At th is moment, due to all of Danny’s medical 
expenses and the ones yet to undergo by way of 
Damary’s health demand, our plans for this trip have 
not been able to be confirmed, but we want to allow 
God to assure us of HIS plans for us. We ask that 
you please pray that God may lead us into the right 
decisions providing all which these may require.  
Again, we realize we chose to live by faith, and we 
express our submission and dependency on God for 
our personal lives as well as the ministry that He has 
put in our hands. 

Thank you so much for your prayers and 
for you who have shown yourselves faithful in 
your offerings! The Lord is aware of your 
sacrificial giving towards His cause. We are so 
happy to be able to serve Him and we thank 
Him for allowing us to have such a special team 
made up of special friends as yourselves who 
have played a special role in our family and 
ministry.
