We give all 
Glory to God for these leaders who, I believe, will go 
far with the potential that God has given them to serve 
Him in this area.  
 

Colinas,  Sta. Barbara 
 Colinas is 2½ hours 
north of Siguatepeque.  Itõs 
away from the big city but 
has several churches led by 
pastors and leaders.  
Although these ministers 
have none or limited 
Biblical training, they do 
have the calling to serve 

the Lord.  There were 48 pastors and leaders that 
attended the conferences, representing the whole area 
of Sta. Barbara.  As it is very common today, music 
and a lot of the problems dealing with ôWorship and 
Praiseõ has also reached these communities.  Our son, 
Sammy, and I visited Colinas and I taught several 
conferences, beginning on Friday, July 
18TH at 10:00  
in the 
morning 
through noon 
on Saturday, 
the 19TH.  On 
that  Friday

the local church congregation attended the 
conference as well.  Then, on Saturday evening, 
Sammy and I 
held a 
concert to 
which many 
people came 
(some that 
had never 
attended a 
church 
before).  
This was a great opportunity to share the Gospel.  It 

was a tremendous experience in

pastors and 
Saints from 
Colinas.
