The ground 

was saturated with 

so much water that 
in some cases  in 

Tegucigalpa it 

caused mud slides and provoked 

some geological faults to 

give way and many lives 

were lost. 

 We praise God for 

the help that Honduras 

has received so far.  

Thank you for the 

prayers of many of you,  

joining in with the plea 

of many Hondurans.  We expected another 

storm but, as it drew closer to Honduras, it 

turned into a Hurricane that faced away towards 

Cuba, leaving Honduras happy.  (But, not Cuba.) 

 The need 

here is great.  

Many people lost 

their homes and 

their land where 

they had worked 

and harvestedñ

which is the 

means for their 

income.  Honduras anticipates a precarious time 

for many families in the next months, and even 
years, ahead.  There are thousands of people 

who lost their source for income.  Many of these 

were already low-income families before the 

disaster came. 

 Undeniably, God is in control over 

everything.  We know He will carry out His 

purposes and has already begun using people 

towards this cause.
