The year began with plans to raise funds to help the
children of Balibrea, focusing on buying school
supplies and paying their registration fees. In
Balibrea, 95% of the children could not afford to go
to school during 2009. These families barely have
enough to feed themselves and the children prefer
to work with their parents, helping them feed the
family. Now, thanks to God and with the help of our
brothers and sisters in Christ who have assisted us
with this project, we were able to help 26 children of
Balibrea enroll in school. To God be the Glory!!!

The group in Balibrea is growing (thanks to God)
and we are now praying that He will provide a larger
place or a parcel of land on which we could construct
a building. We are praying that we will have a place
in the future where we can feed the children one
meal per day. This same place could be used as a
training center to teach the parents other trades and
occupations or different ways to earn the money

7} they need to live.

In January, the temperature dropped unusually low. Thanks to God and the tender hearts of some
special people, we were able to help those in need - handing out quilts, hats and socks to fight the
cold and, at the same time, sharing with them the Good News of our Lord Jesus Christ.

Carlos Daniel - He is now in the 5t Grade. Our prayer is that he will continue to do well.

Noel - The Men’s Meetings have begun again and we meet every Friday. We have six brothers that
meet to pray and study the Word of God. Each Tuesday, we have meetings in Balibrea. Attendance
is 35 people; 20 children and 15 adults. All Glory to God! Noel will also be teaching classes in the
southwest part of the country April 12-16. Please pray that this time will be a great blessing for all.
