While working with the Mount Carmel group, Lizzy stumbled at the end of a sliding
board and fell on her left arm, fracturing it in two places. After four weeks of wearing
a heavy cast, she was looking forward to her freedom and even a trip to the beach with
the Mission Baptist group. When the cast came off, we all realized that it had not been
set properly and had healed incorrectly (22 degree curve). We quickly went to the
hospital and began the process for her to have surgery to repair the damage (the
incorrect healing) and to insert a pin that would hold the bone in place. Kathee and
Lizzy spent the next two days in the hospital. Lizzy was discouraged, but is doing really
well now. She got her cast off on September 11. Please pray for her healing!




Group #2 - Midway Baptist Church

Wingate, North Carolina

Can you imagine what a blessing it is to have good
friends come and help us in our church, Centro
Familiar Cristiano, with Vacation Bible School? We
had more than 220 kids in attendance during the
week. In addition, the group began work on some
very special wooden playground equipment. Also,
a special meeting was held for the mothers of the
VBS kids and 45 accepted the invitation for testimonies, snacks and a movie. Praise the
Lord, 8 ladies made first-time professions of faith. Also, 12 of the children expressed
their decisions for Christ during the week.

Group #3 - Mission Baptist Church

Locust, North Carolina

With 29 team members, this was our largest group
of the year. It was a nice combination of youth and
adults. It was great for our kids to renew
friendships from our time in Locust on furlough.
The group continued the Vacation Bible School
theme of “The Fruit of the Spirit” with our CFC
children. Once again, we had a crowd of around
200 throughout the week The group used different sports to teach their lessons.
Please pray that we will be able to maintain a large number of these kids in our weekly
Heroes Club meetings each Saturday at 4:00pm. In addition, the group finished up the
playground construction project begun by Midway Baptist. These two churches came
together to give our Siguatepeque community a continuous testimony that makes it
clear that we care about their children. Please pray that many families will be reached
for the glory of our Savior!

Church Needs
After our Saturday services this past week, there were more than 90 people who used
the old church bus to get home. Each Saturday we wonder if it will make the 1% hour
trip throughout town. Some Saturdays, it does not make it. We need to have a new
church bus. We are even considering putting a bus into a regular daily city
route so that we can supplement the monthly expenses of running the bus.
Does some church have a quality bus that is no longer needed?

Mobile Bible Institute (Chichicaste, Honduras)

September 1 — 5, Tim taught a “Freedom in Christ” class to 18 rural pastors and church
leaders. Pray they will all experience true freedom and will apply these principles in
their daily lives.
