Our 
home was broken into for the first time in our 15 years in Honduras.  Bars on the kitchen window were broken, the glass 
window was busted out and the robbers were able to leave through a side door.  We do not know what all w as taken 

from us, but it doesn’t appear to be anything major, although a laptop and a camera were stolen from our house sitters.   
Please pray for our safety and that we will be able to rest in the peace that only Christ can provide.
