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Without a doubt, it has been awhile
since our last prayer letter and we ask
your forgiveness. In the last couple of
months, we have experienced many
incredible things where we have seen
the hand of God.

In June, we saw Him work in many
ways, but | will focus on only three
areas. (1) “Work Day” at C.F.C. A few
months ago, we started building a wall
around the property of the church with
funds that came from external sources.
We began the wall so the building and
everything in it would be safe, as well as
the people attending the services. We
owe the construction of this wall
primarily to God because the
congregation at C.F.C. comes from a
very poor background. God provided
through resources coming from the U.S.
The neat thing is that the church
decided to not just sit with its arms
crossed and do nothing. Knowing they
could not provide money for the
materials, many decided to set aside
time during a specific day to help. A
quick summary of what happened - 300
blocks were laid on that one day.

(2) We had the opportunity as a
family to see our oldest son, Andrew,
graduate from Kindergarden and begin
to prepare for First Grade. It is
important to mention that part of our

ministry is to motivate our family to
accomplish goals that are set. For this
reason, we give thanks to God for the
accomplishment of this first goal in the
life of Andrew.

(3) We were invited to preach at
several churches. Among these visits,
we had the oportunity to attend Hermon
Baptist Church on its Awana Club Ninth
Anniversary. This was a special time,
for we were invited with the objective of
seeing what God had done 9 years after
| (Andy) had been part of the team that
founded Awana at this church. We
heard young people share the impact
that we had in their lives as participants
of the club, which was a motivation to
become leaders in this ministry.

In July, we also saw the hand of
God at work, doing things that only He
can do. (1) For a long time, the
pastoral team at C.F.C. has been
considering the possibility of planting
another church. We have considered
two areas for this church planting -
Valibrea and Potrerillos, each located
about 15 minutes from Siguatepeque.
Well, along with a missions team from
Alabama, we did a survey in the area of
Potrerillos during the morning and then
we divided our time between giving a
Bible lesson, doing arts and crafts and
having games for the kids at a local

public elementary and junior high school
during the afternoons.  This public
school has about 500 kids. We praise
God for the way He opened the doors of
the school. The principal allowed them
to take time out of their classes for this
endeavor and the children had the
opportunity to listen to the Word of God.
God confirmed in our hearts the need
for a church plant was in this region of
Potrerillos. It was through the surveys
and the contact with the people that we
learned about the needs of this town of
more than 5,000 people. There are only
two churches in that area, with only a
few people attending.

(20 We had the privilege of
receiving a missions team from North
Carolina who (along with a group of
interpreters and teachers from the
children’s ministry at C.F.C.) held a VBS
during the afternoons. We had about
200 kids learn from the Word and some
of them decided to accept Jesus as their
personal Savior. Also during that week,
the construction of the first part of a
children’s park on the C.F.C property
was begun and, during the first week of
August, we had another group that
came and finished the park. We also
held another VBS, using sports as a
means to share the Gospel.

Carmen has a
background in psychology and God has
placed in our hearts the desire to
receive additional training in marriage
and family counseling. Please pray for
us, as Andy has found a good
curriculum for such training through
Liberty University that allows studying
through online education and taking
one class every semester.
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In August, we have several events
taking place and so we are asking you
to pray for them.

As a family, we will have the
privilege to have Pastor Ken Burge and
his family in our home, visiting us from
Colmar Manor Bible Church (one of our
supporting churches). They will delight
us with their presence and will be
involved directly in our work here in
Honduras through several projects.
Pastor Ken will be doing a ‘Conference
on Preaching’ for pastors, lay pastors
and leaders who want to learn how to
preach better. There will be students
from our Mobile Bible Institute, as well
as pastors and leaders from
Siguatepeque and its surroundings.
We have invited people from different
denominations to participate with us.
Pastor Ken's wife will be leading a
‘Conference for Women’ and will also
be leading a mini-conference for
couples, along her husband. Their son
will be working with them by holding a
teaching session for youth and will also
hold a mini-conference on ‘Designing
and Maintaining a Website’. He will
help the leadership at C.F.C. by taking
a look at our sound system to help us
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improve the sound quality in our
church. We ask for your prayers for all
these events taking place, that they will
bring honor and glory to Christ and that
many will turn their lives around
through them. Since we are inviting
leaders from different denominations,
please pray this might bring unity to the
body of Christ and that they will realize
the benefit of holding such events and
the need for greater fellowship.
