It will
seat about 150 people and can be expanded to double
that size in the future. It will cost about $28,000
to build. We have begun with what we have
($13,000) and we are going forward in obedience,
trusting God to supply our need. These are not days
to build expensive structures. We just want to put a
roof over our heads on the land God has given to us.
=} ; . It is a place we dedicated to Him.

We ga‘rher‘ed yesterday to worship God and give Him thanks. We met to remember why we are
together and why we are putting up this structure. It is a place to worship God in the community. Itisa
place dedicated to prayer, to preaching the Gospel and to healing the brokenhearted. As the foundation
is about to be laid, we assembled ourselves as they did in the days of Ezra:
