In a country with
an 80% poor population, it is very important to
remind church leaders of the privilege to
evangelize, not only by words, but by Christian
love and compassion. As part of the class, we
were visited by representatives of “Tear
Fund” (a British charitable organization) and
we also watched the movie “Amazing Grace”
about the work of Wiliam Wilberforce.
Sixteen students took that class. Among them,
there was a president and a secretary of a
denomination, a president of a regional council,
a medical doctor involved in a theological
group and several pastors of important
churches in Honduras. = What a-"great
opportunity to share ministerial -experiences
and knowledge with key leaders in Honduras!
