The international 

community (including the U.S.) 

has put enormous pressure on 

the new government.  Some 

say that a civil war may 

explode, but we donõt think so.  

Dorys had the experience of 

living in a civil war in Nicaragua 

for ten years during her 

childhood and she knows that 

this is a tragic experience.  

Besides the political turmoil, 

Honduras has been suffering 

from the economic crisis and 

increasing crime rate. Of 

course, we know that Our God 

is still on the Throne.  He has 

full control of everything that 

happens in the world, but we 

are working with many people 

that donõt understand that.
