Not Your Typical Camp 

I have never participated in a camp 
where so many volunteers have done so 
much.  Several ladies from the 
community prepared the meals, including 
more than 500 handmade tortillas for 
EACH meal.  The local pastor and a crew 
of men from the community worked for 
a week with picks and shovels to clear 
several small landslides left by tropical 
storm Agatha which had rendered the 
winding mountain road (our only access) 
impassable. 

The pastor and his wife housed me in 
their home.  I had to sleep diagonally to 
fit on the bed and bathe out of a 55 
gallon drum, but you would be hard 
pressed to find people who are more 
hospitable. 
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
