Nationwide youth leadership training
How do you influence the youth ministry of an entire nation?

Since 2005, we have been working together with a small team of youth leaders on a nationwide strategy

to impact youth ministry. During alternating years, we have coordinated and taught in youth conventions
and youth leadership congresses. While these events have achieved certain success, we have been unsat-
isfied with their impact in the formation of youth leaders.

So we are implementing a new strategy. We have selected 70 young people (20+ years of age) from
around the country who are currently involved in some form of youth ministry. We have invited them to
participate in a youth leadership summit where they will be able to interact gfpse-andpersonal with

our teaching team. Initially, this event was planned for the first weekend of October but the political
instability in the country prevented it. So we have rescheduled it for March.

In our plan this encounter will just be the beginning. By choosing to participate in the summit these youth
will be committing to host a regional youth leadership training day in their area later in the year. These
regional meetings will provide the occasion for additional personal interaction while expanding the
opportunity for leadership formation among other youth. We will then invite the 70 to participate in a
series of modular classes which will be designed to further develop them in life and youth ministry.
