What is really sad, however, is to see the Evangelical Church of my country involved in the same 
kind of dead religious activities, which never results in transformed lives.  God’s purpose is for 
Christ to live in us.  His life is a life of holiness, obedience, peace, fullness and joy.  Brothers and 
Sisters, I am writing this so that you will join with us in prayer for this city of Santa Ana that is so 
full of ‘religion’.  Each week I go out to visit people who believe that they know Christ and are on 
their way to Heaven just because they attend a religious meeting or have contact with a group 
of religious people.  They believe they are free to live messy and disordered lives without any 
fear of God, without suffering any real consequences.  They know doctrine, they have 
memorized verses, they have religious practices, but they do not know or love God.  And the 
Bible says the ones who practice sin are not born of God. 
  
My Brothers and Sisters, in these last days let us join together to pray for our cities, for our 
churches and for ourselves (that the light of Christ will shine in the lives of us that no longer live 
in darkness).  There is no light, no power and no purpose to live in the darkness of ‘religion’.

There are no distractions with television, radio, computers, etc. and 
everyone comes out to hear the message.  We ask for your prayers for us as we preach the 
Gospel each week.
