I opened the Bible and I 
found two verses that gave me light:  

 

“Since then the children share in 
flesh and blood, He Himself 
likewise also partook of the same, 
that through death He might 
render powerless him who had 
the power of death, that is, the 
devil; and might deliver those 
who through fear of death were 
subject to slavery all their lives.”      

(Hebrews 2:14,15) 
 

All my life I have feared the death of a 
loved one.  How many things we do to 
somehow manage that pain!  At times it is 
difficult for a Christian to understand just how 
fragile life is; that we are here for a moment to 
fulfill God’s purpose.  How many times I have 
served the enemy because of the fear of death!  
I am sure that the Lord has now freed me from 
this fear.  It hasn’t been easy, but God is the 
one who comforts and strengthens in the midst 
of such great pain.  Now I feel free of that fear, 
recognizing that this life is not mine.  All that we 
are and all that we have belongs to Him. 

 
If we are in Christ, we do not fear even 

in the greatest trial because in love there is no 
fear.  We go to Christ every day of our lives.  In 
Christ, we do not fall into the fear that is the 
opposite of love.  The opposite of love is not 
hate; the opposite of love is fear.  Perfect love 
casts out fear (1 John 4:18).  
 Thank you for your prayers for me and 
for my family during this difficult time.  The Lord 
has been faithful each day to give us comfort 
and to bring us to Himself to receive His 
promise that we will never be left alone.

Each morning, we were in the schools, 
taking the Gospel to the children.  Each 
afternoon and evening, we met in the 
community centers for a puppet show, music, 
testimonies and preaching.  The ones who 
attended had been prepared to hear the Gospel 
by receiving the love of God in a practical way.  
The homes do not have running water or 
electricity.  The Lord provided an electric 
generator so that we were able to have lights 
and the use of a sound system.  Each night, 
hundreds of children and parents listened to the 
Gospel presentation in the rain, with wet 
clothes, but with a hunger for the Word.  The 
seed was sown and we know there will be fruit.  
One afternoon, we had a medical clinic with 
over 100 people receiving consultations and 
medicines according to their needs.   

This was all possible because of the 
support and participation of the members of the 
Family of Faith Church.  We praise God for His 
provision to be able to bless these communities.
