Kenya  

 

After the second class of pastors graduated from our Bible Institutes in Meru and 

Muthetheni, it was decided we needed to determine how well we were meeting 

pastoral-level training needs.  To do this, we embarked on conducting in-depth 

surveys of the graduates and their congregations.  We thought this would take about 

18 months to survey, analyze and make necessary curriculum changes, if needed.  

Due to the diligent work of our two Kenyan Coordinators, the surveys were 

completed in about 10 months.  
 

Once we received the actual surveys, I analyzed them and, to our great joy, the 

students were overwhelmingly happy with the training they had received.  In fact, 

they unanimously urged us to add additional courses to the undergraduate studies 

curriculum and provide a graduate-level school.  
 

The surveys conducted with the members of the churches strongly indicated that their 

pastors, since attending the Bible Institute, had significantly improved in preaching, 

teaching and counseling abilities. 
  

The staff will now meet to determine what courses will be added to the curriculum in 

order to bring more of Godôs Word and His direction to these men of strong faith.  

They have an insatiable appetite for the things of God and we have the strong desire 

and commitment to bring it to themðfor Godôs glory and for manôs good.  
   

We will also start bringing alongside our U.S. teachers, Kenyan graduates who we 

believe have teaching abilities to learn teaching methods.  The plan is to turn these 

two Bible Institute sites over to these men of God in the not too distant future.  Then, 

we will move on to other needy areas in Kenya.  
   

Now, we need your help and prayers. Bible Institutes in these remote areas cost 

money to conduct.  Books, lodging, food, travel and indigenous site staff cost much to 

provide and maintain.

What makes mission leadership distinctly ñmissionò?  Whether it be a mission outreach in Kenya or Colombia 

or Romania or Ukraine, a distinct mission-oriented leadership is necessary.  What are the fundamental marks 

of a good Christian leader?  A good mission leader must first and foremost model the traits of a good 

Christian leader.  

 

 

 

Jesus, in one of His best-known parables, sums up the essence of a good Christian leader.  In the ñParable of 

the Talentsò, He spoke of a master (portraying God the Father) commending a servant with the words, ñWell 

done, my good and faithful servantò (Matthew 25:23).  From that commendation, it can be deduced that good 

Christian leadership involves excellence in performance (ñwell doneò), excellence in character (ñgoodò), 

excellence in fidelity (ñfaithò) and excellence in serving others (ñservantò). 
 

However, it might surprise one to know that the responsibility of a mission leader goes beyond these 

leadership marks.  Something else uniquely related to missions must be added if his or her leadership is to be 

characterized as distinctly ñmission leadershipò. 
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
