Yet, at the same time, in every cultural situation we must exercise sensitivity to our audience (1 Corinthians
9:19-23). If our boldness lacks cultural sensitivity and ignorance of worldviews and local customs, it will be
offensive. Therefore, our witness must be seasoned with grace. And grace means that we must take a
humble, non-confrontational and knowledgeable approach to evangelism. Evangelism is graceful when it
takes the time to study and observe local customs and traditions. This is evangelism that is Christ-like. This
is evangelism that appeals to the unregenerate heart.
